
The Changing Face of Tokyo Dome City:

The soon-to-be-completed MEETS PORT is a new business development 

and a central part of our medium-term business plan, �Take-off 70.� 

An integrated complex combining a performance hall, dining facilities 

and garden, MEETS PORT will significantly enhance the guest drawing 

capacity of the east gate area of Tokyo Dome City, facilitate its business, 

and  become a new main entrance to the park. The performance hall will 

accommodate more than 3,100 people including standing room capacity 

and, with a distance of only 25 meters from the last row of seats to the 

stage, provides a sense of unity. Dining facilities will include 10 invit-

ing cafØs and restaurants, while greenery will be provided by a hanging 

garden that will encompass the three levels of wood decks.

Numerous Restrictions for an Urban Planning Park

MEETS PORT and nearly all the other areas of Tokyo 

Dome City have been designated as an urban planning 

park (urban planning facility), and so are subject to a va-

riety of regulations. A number of regulatory hurdles had 

to be cleared during the development of MEETS PORT, 

including building restrictions on the facilities, along 

with a building-to-land ratio of 20 percent, and a green 

space ratio of 50 percent.

Questions about  

the Performance Hall

Q1:What kind of events will be 

possible?

A wide range of events will be possible, 

including concerts, plays, martial arts 

displays and circuses. The stage and 

seating areas can be converted for �ex-

ible accommodation.

Q2:What is the audience  

capacity?

The hall can accommodate 3,120 peo-

ple including standing-room capacity, 

or a maximum of 2,507 seated. With the 

stage in the center, the maximum capac-

ity is 2,754.

Q3:What are the features of the 

sound and lighting systems?

The hall will have leading-edge, high- 

 

performance speakers, along with an 

interior utilizing sound absorption �x-

tures for exquisite sound. The lighting 

system is also state-of-the-art, allowing 

everything from pinpoint spotlights to 

pearlights for lighting wide areas.

Q4:What facilities and equip-

ment will be available?

The performance hall will be fully 

equipped with a grated ceiling, structures 

for hanging objects and other �xtures to 

accommodate any type of performance. 

Full-sized trucks can enter directly as far 

as the third-�oor basement.

Q5:Is there space for young 

children?

The multi-purpose room adjacent to the 

third-�oor basement foyer can be used 

by nursery staff or other professionals 

as a simple child-care facility.

Q6:What are the usage fees for 

the hall?

There are numerous types of fees, but a 

typical weekday standing concert would 

be ¥2,520,000, and ¥2,205,000 for a sit-

down type (both tax inclusive).

Q7:	What is the projected  

utilization rate?

Because the stage and seating can 

be arranged to �exibly accommodate 

a wide range of events and needs, 

we are projecting a utilization rate of  

75 percent.

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The east gate area, due to various legal 

restrictions and other conditions, has al-

ways been a bottleneck for expansion of 

the Tokyo Dome City business. MEETS 

PORT will be the � rst true main entrance 

that will directly link the Suidobashi sta-

tion area with Tokyo Dome City. It has 

the potential to draw in the more than 

200,000 passengers who move each 

day through the JR and Toei subway line 

Suidobashi station. It will also integrate 

Tokyo Dome City through new avenues 

for pedestrian traf� c � ow including el-

evators, escalators and garden paths, 

improve traf� c through the entire park 

area and stimulate business. The de-

velopment of MEETS PORT will directly 

enhance the business value of Tokyo 

Dome City.

Q9:Will the restaurants stay 

open until late at night?

We will do our best to accommodate as 

many requests as possible. Presently, 

we are planning for operating hours until 

around midnight, depending on the type 

of restaurant.

Questions about the Garden

Q10:What kind of garden will 

it be?

The garden will be bright and open, with 

a large number of � owers and trees to 

give a sense of the four seasons. It will 

cover an area about one-third the size of 

Tokyo Dome.

Q11:What kinds of trees will 

be planted?

There will be 25 varieties of trees and 

shrubs, with about 150 plants in total. In 

addition to pine and zelkova, there will 

be summer orange trees and other vari-

eties new to Tokyo Dome City.

Q12:Will there be outdoor 

restaurants?

We could not ignore such a lush green 

environment. There are plans for a beer 

garden, along with other pleasant out-

door restaurants.

Miscellaneous Questions

Q13:Why are there � ve 

� oors?

Tall buildings are restricted to certain 

types of businesses under the Urban 

Planning Law, so from a business perspec-

tive and in consideration of the overall bal-

ance, � ve � oors were the best option.

Q14:Will the facility have 

barrier-free access?

Steps and other barriers have been 

eliminated as much as possible, and the 

facility has been designed with due con-

sideration for the elderly and disabled, 

incorporating slopes, elevators, and 

other amenities.

Q15:Have there been any 

dif� culties in implement-

ing the project?

Because the site is an urban planning 

park, some dif� culty was experienced 

in coordinating the many restrictions 

and regulations from the city of Tokyo, 

Bunkyo Ward and other government 

agencies.
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1.  A new walkway will attract traf� c from the third-� oor hanging garden to Tokyo 

Dome Attractions.

2.  The route will serve as the new main route to Tokyo Dome, LaQua and the Tokyo 

Dome Hotel.

3.  A convenient escalator will link the third-� oor hanging garden with the above-

ground level of the Tokyo Dome City mall.

4.  A gentle slope will link the hanging garden with existing Tokyo Dome City 

facilities.

5.  The main road leads from the front entrance to MEETS PORT (facing JR Suido-

bashi Station), through the hanging garden.

6.  The triangular area of greenery owned and maintained by the city of Tokyo will 

also be transformed into an open and highly convenient environment.
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
